	Timing of weed control
	Only when vigorously growing and if possible before flowering.  Best time for most foliar sprays is between January to April (check label).  Avoid applying herbicides during very heavy rainfall periods (January to March).
Maintain competitive pastures.  Stock into holding paddock before moving onto weed free pastures.

Abide to stock withholding periods and label requirements for sensitive areas.

	Pesticide – general guide. Essential - always follow label and rate requirements, including wetting agents

	Control mature seeding plants to prevent weed seed spread. 

	
	Minimise priority weeds along tracks and equipment storage areas 
	Check risk areas after heavy rainfall events, flooding, soil disturbance.

	Follow up control

	· Only take on an area where annual follow up is possible, aim small first then expand area.

	· Aim to control in head waters of water courses to reduce water spreading weed seed

	· Remember longevity of weed seed means ongoing follow up will be needed for many years to come
